-> Many of the stories of children recovered have happy endings
— although sadly, some do not. But perhaps worst of all for
families of missing children are the ending that never come.
Thousands of missing children are never located or identified.

But there are victories every day — a 3-year-old girl
was found just under twelve months after disappearing
from her home. A non-custodial parent had abducted and
taken her to a neighbouring state. She was recovered
and brought home safely with the help of missing
child posters displayed on EMCOR UK vehicles.
